B ack in the day when the Pentecostal Holiness churches fellowshipped, 

everyone was just like family.  Bishop Archie McInnis, Sr. and Pastor 

Josephine Batts had a wonderful church fellowship! Choir anniversaries 

were major.  One church came to the other church and vice-versa. 
 

In hindsight it greatly appears that the hand of the Lord was at work the whole 

time. In the midst of the Monday night fellowships, the 5 th Sunday Unions and 

the choir anniversaries, sat Cynthia Johnson and Archie Mcinnis, Jr., the whole 

time. Not a glance, not a hint, not a notion between them!  
 

Time went by, a lot of time . Archie went his way and Cynthia went hers.  Archieõs 

choices led him further and further away from the foundations taught to him.  

Cynthia held on to the faith and continued in the Lordõs service.  It would be 

some 8 or 10 years later that their paths would cross again. 
 

Archie then, 23 years old and Cynthia 28 would find each other again at the 

request for another fellowship! By this time, Archie had given his life to the Lord 

completely and was working diligently in his fatherõs church, New Life 

Pentecostal Holiness Church. Cynthia was an Evangelist working in her church, 

New Life Tabernacle, where Bishop Eric R. Figueroa, Sr. yet serves as Bishop and 

Senior Pastor. 
 

In an effort to get the New Life Tabernacle choir to sing at his church choirõs 

anniversary, Archie inquired of a program staff member, then New Life 

Tabernacle member, Charles Tillman, as to whom he should contact. regarding 

the choir.  Charles Tillman gave him a church program and pointed to Angela 

Mosesõ number, as she was the Choir director at the time. 
 

Much to Archieõs surprise, when he brought the program home and pointed out 

to his sister that she should call Dr. Moses, they reminded him that he already 

knew someone else who was also on the back of the program, named Cynthia 

Johnson. They proceeded to pull out the family photo albums and there she 

was, singing her heart out at one of the choir anniversaries! Looking right at her, 

he still didnõt recognize her as someone he knew but was grateful because he 

thought that was a sure way to get the choir to the anniversary.  
 

Well, when Lisa had not made the call to Dr. Moses, Archie decided to make that 

phone call to Cynthia, planning to use their previous relationship as motivation 

for her choirõs participation. It is public record that she admits to having a warm 

feeling inside and a sudden change of tone at the sound of Archieõs voice! Well, 

New Life Tabernacleõs choir never did sing at New Life Pentecostalõs choir 

anniversary but there certainly was a fellowship. 
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On January 27, 1991 Archie attended an appreciation service held for Cynthia at New Life         

Tabernacle, at which time, the two of them made their attraction to each other very clear. After 

long nights of conversation on the phone, walks in the park, after -church fellowships, restaurants 

and movie dates, they both knew they had found , òthe oneó! Only 6 months later, on August 7, 

1991, Archie and Cynthia were married at Brooklynõs Borough Hall; (Mom McInnis present with 

camera in hand!!! 4 months later they celebrated a grand wedding on December 7th, 1991. 
 

Archie worked hard and took good care of his new wife. On December 25th, 1992 Archie and  

Cynthia added Chelsea Victoria McInnis to the mix, and then they were three! Archie was         

employed by the New York City Department of Sanitation and They were a real family.  On June 

15. 1996, Archie Lee McInnis, III was born, and a few short months later, on September 30th, 1997, 

surprise!!! Aaron Levon McInnis was born. 
 

In July of 1998, seven years later, the family really began to increase as Archie accepted his call to 

pastor Full Effect Gospel Ministries.  Pastor Archie, Cynthia, Chelsea, Treõ and Aaron were soon 

joined by those who the Lord would send.  
 

His family became her family and her family became his family.  The Full Effect Gospel Ministries 

family increased.  They laughed together, they loved together and they worked together, like a 

well-oiled machine! Crazy fights and bitter break-ups turned into fits of laughter and better make
